	What is a Community:
-Have the students sit on the carpet. Pose the question, "What is a community?" Tell them they will be participating in a 'Think Pair Share' activity. Think about what they believe a community is, find an elbow partner, and share both of their thoughts. 
-Bring the group back together and have them share their ideas with the class. Make a list on chart paper of their ideas. 
-Use the Nelson Literacy Kit (for Grade 1): My World. Use the photo concept cards. Pass them around the circle so the students can see different things that happen in their community, as well as different communities around Canada. 
-Consolidation: Have an open discussion about new learning or confirmed ideas.

	What are the features of a community?
-Review what a community is and the features of them. Read the story Franklins Neighborhood. 
-Discuss some of the places Franklin visits in his community. Make a list of them and compare them to the list that you had created in lesson one about the students community. Encourage them to make text-to-self connections. 
-Graffiti Activity: The students are divided into four groups and are each provided with a marker. Show the students four pieces of chart paper that have a word in the center (Community Helpers, Fun, Places to Live and Food). Tell the students that they will be moving with their group from paper to paper. They need to add any information they know about each of these topics using either pictures and/or words. Ensure that you review rules about mutual respect for their peers opinions and work. Each group will begin at one of the chart papers. When a signal is given, the group will move to the next chart paper and work on it with their group members. They may use examples and connections from their own lives or from the story. 
-Consolidation: Post the four papers up in the classroom and discuss the ideas that the students had posted. Discuss similarities and differences between the answers.

	Community Walk:
-Explain to the students that you will be going on a walking trip through the community. Have the students walk through the community (I have attached a map where I would take my students for a walk in our community). Along this route, the students will have the opportunity to see a gas station, police station, park, stores, Tim Horton's, houses and apartment buildings. Prior to the trip: prepare the students to look for features of their community. Tell them to look for the ways in which people travel in their community (i.e., bus, car, bike, walk etc..)
- Below is the map of the walk we would take along with labels of the special places in the community.
-Take the students on the walk 
-Consolidate: As a class, create a web graphic organizer to organize the features of the community they saw on their walk. 

Homework- In preparation for Lesson 4, have your students discussed with their parents the birth place of your student and their parents.

	Introduction to Africville:

-Explain to the students that Africville is a community within Canada located on the East coast in Nova Scotia. Two Black Canadians by the names of William Brown and William Arnold moved to Canada, bought 5 hectares of land in Halifax right on the waterfront of Bedford Basin and called it Africville (Welldon, 2009, p. 3). It was a community where everyone knew and would help one another. The people living in Africville had to do without a lot of things. 
-Community did not have toilets inside or running water. Their water came from wells that they needed to fetch from the well daily. In our homes we turn on the tap or walk to the washroom inside. In Africville they needed to go outside in the cold and hot weather 
-Homes in Africville did not have heat so they needed to use wood stoves. Are these safe? What could happen? The community of Africville did not have a fire department. What would happen to their houses? Is this fair? (Welldon, 2009, p.11-14). 
- Show the students Aficville Nova Scotia Clip 1 and Africville Nova Scotia Clip 2

-whose voices are heard? Whose are not?
-what do you notice about the color of those in "power?" gender?
-in the video they state that if the minimal living capabilities are not there then people need help. What do you think people need to live? Did people in Africville have those things? Who controlled whether they had them or not?

	Migration 
-Refer to the two maps of Canada and Africville Many black Canadians moved and lived in Africville. 
-Ask the students if they know what the term migration means. Provide them with the example of waves in a lake. They move in and out all of the time. Migration is when people move in and out of differnt places for different reasons (Welldon, 2009, p. 1). Ask the students why some people might choose to migrate to a different place to live? (oral discussion)
-Have them pull out their homework and plot on a large map of Canada where the students and their parents were born. This can allow them to visualize what migration looks like. 
Display it within the classroom.
-Consolidation: Discuss as a group new learning.

	Places in Africville: 
-Display the website (http://www.africville.ca/places/) on the SmartBoard. Inform the students that there were some very important places within the community of Africville. The four places that we are going to focus on are the Church, School, Tibby's Pond and Kildare Field. Do we have some of these places in our own community? (Refer to previous chart created in Lesson 1 about the features of their own community).
-Take them to the places by using the website. Show them the pictures and read the information about each place to them, Show them the google earth link they have showing the real church still standing in Africville today. 
-Gather the students on the carpet and introduce them to non-fiction books using "The Children of Africville" by Christine Welldon. Pages 16-23 discuss the same places talked about on the website. 
-Consolidate: What does the Church, School, Tibby's Pond and Kildares Field offer the community of Africville? (Participate in a Think, Pair, Share followed by a group discussion about their findings).

-Use a large Venn Diagram (if necessary teach the students what a Venn Diagram is) to compare the community of Africville to the students community. Have the anchor chart created with the features of their community listed at the front of the classroom.
-Import the information into the Venn Diagram. Have the students list special features of Africville. Put them in the Venn Diagram according to whether they are distinct features of Africville, or something both communities share. Do they both have schools? churches? houses? apartments? central heating? toilets? fire departments? police stations? etc...
Have the students come up and assist in the creation of the chart using either pictures of words.
-Consolidation: Ticket ou the door of something that the people of Africville did not have that we do.

	Introduction to Surveys 
-Discuss with the students that the question they are going to collect information on from there peers is, "Should your family move to Africville?" (Consider the information that you have about the significant places in Africville and the things that they do not have that we do).Yes? No? You will collect the information by taking a tally of your friend's answers. A tally is when you put a line in the box for your friend's answers. If you have 5 lines, you should have 4 vertical lines and1 diagonal line running across. When the music begins, you will take your sheet and move around the room. When the music stops, you will find someone in the class close to you and each of you will take turns asking each other the question and making a tally mark in the appropriate box. The music will begin again and you will move and interview more of your peers.
-Perform the activity
-Consolidate: Count the lines in each box, write a number at the bottom of the box and put a circle around it. Compare with the person next to you.

	Introduction to Graphing
-Have the students gather on the carpet as a group. Introduce graphs: It is a visual way of showing data or the information you have collected. There are two lines on a graph. One that runs vertical called the y axis and one that runs horizontal called the x axis. The y axis has numbers and the x axis has the topics you have collected information about. A graph also has a title at the top telling what the graph is about. Show the students a graph completed from the Nelson Literacy Kit.
-Ask the students, "What did we collect information on last class?"
Ask the students what the title could be? "Should your family move to Africville?" Put the numbers 0-20 up the y axis and the list the answers yes and no along the x axis. (Show this on the board or chart). Then inform the students they will plot their information into the graph based on the data they have collected from their peers. If 5 people said that they wanted to move to Africville, you would color 5 boxes above the Yes column.
Send them to their seats and allow them to complete the graph by transferring the data from the tallies. 
-Consolidate: Have the students complete a ticket out the door about one thing they learned and one thing they are still having difficulty understanding. Collect them and assess information.

	-Have the students complete a ticket out the door. Assess their answers on one thing they learned and one thing they are having difficulty with.

	Analysis of Graphs:
-Have the students identify the different features of the graph i.e., y and x axis, title, categories, numbers etc... Create a graph as an example on a piece of chart paper. Show the students how to analyze and compare the information in the graphs using sentences.
Example: More students wanted to move to Africville. The least number of students wanted to stay in Toronto. Two more students wanted to live in Africville then in Toronto. Five more students wanted to live in Toronto than in Africville. Show them the success criteria so they know how to complete their work. 
-Provide them with their graphs and a page for them to write down their analysis.
-Consolidation: Share their analysis with a partner.

	Racial Prejudice:
-Read the book: "The Skin You Live In" by: Michael Tyler. Discuss how everyone within the book and in the classroom have different skin colour, but we are all the same i.e., like similar activities, foods, and have certain needs etc...
Ask the students if they know what the words race and prejudice mean? Refer to the book: "The Children of Africville" by: Christine Welldone pg. 27. "Racial prejudice is an attitude someone has if they do not like the colour of your skin. People do not care if you are a good person; they only judge you by your skin colour (Welldone, 2009, p. 27)." 
Discuss the notion that in Africville, the people did not have heat in their houses, toilets, fire departments, police man etc... 
They were treated differently in Halifax because of their skin colour. The people of Africville were forced to relocate their homes and live in Halifax. Refer to pages 37-56 of "The Children of Africville" 
-Perform the 4 corners activity with the students. Place 4 signs around the room entitled "Yes" "No" "Maybe" "I Don't Know"
Ask the students different questions about Africville.
Questions: Is prejudice a good word? Were people of Africvile treated nicely by Canadians? Were people of Africville white? Did they have schools? Did they have toilets in their houses? 
-Consolidate: Oral discussion about how they feel about the concept of racial prejudice.

	Introduction to Culminating Task:
-Inform the students that they will be creating a poster. The purpose of the poster is to convince others to live in either the community of Africville or the students’ community. The focus question will be the same as the one we used during the Graphing Activity.
“Should your family move to Africville?”
-Show the students a smaller sheet for their rough draft where they can plot their information. 
-In the box at the top, create an artistic way of displaying Africville or Toronto depending on whether you feel your family should move to Africville or stay in Toronto. 
-The question is displayed below the box with lines underneath. On those lines, have the students state the answer to the question.
-Below this is a box with three bullets. They must come up with three reasons as to why they would like to move to Africville or stay in Toronto. 
-There are two smaller squares at the bottom of the page for the students to create two illustrations of important places within either community they have chosen. 
-create success criteria with the students so they know what they have to do to obtain a level 4.
-Allow them time to work on their rough draft.
